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There had already been wells drilled that had struck 
oil in the region. But, they weren't drilling for oil. In-

stead, they were looking for salt water or 
just plain drinking water. When they struck 
oil, they considered it a nuisance and 
abandoned the well. At the time, no one 
really knew what to do with oil if they 
found it. 
 

Drake’s well pumped the oil into barrels 
made out of wood. This method of drilling 
for oil is still being used today all over the 

world. With these efforts, Edwin Drake started the in-
ternational search for petroleum. We honor Drake and 
his accomplishment on August 27, Petroleum Day! 

August has no major national or religious holidays. 
There are many observance days such as National 
Watermelon Day on August 3. But, for us in 
the Chevron family and for the oil producing 
world, August is our holiday month because 
there is a national observance of the Petro-
leum industry. 
 
The most important oil well ever drilled was 
in the middle of quiet farm country in north-
western Pennsylvania in 1859. On August 
27 in that year, Edwin L. Drake struck oil 
near Titusville, Pennsylvania. Drake found oil under 
the ground and perfected a way to pump it to the 
surface. This was one of the first successful oil wells 
that was drilled for the sole purpose of finding oil.

Tips for Parents to Help their Children Learn a 
New Language

Continue to speak your native language at home, 
at least part of the time, even if learning the host 
language is very important to you. Children will 
learn a second language more easily if they have a 
strong foundation in their native language. You 
need to ensure that they continue their language 
development in your native tongue. 
 
At the same time, be a role model for learning the 
host language for your children. Show them that 
you think learning the language is a good thing to 
do and that you are willing to make mistakes in the 
process of learning. 
 
Look for ways your child can practice the language 
in private. It feels less risky to speak in small 
groups or to one other person. 
 
Don't be surprised if your children start to correct 
your language! They may learn more quickly than 
you and will be proud to show off their new skills. 
 
Understand that children often have a "silent pe-
riod" when they first learn a new language - a time 
when they will not speak the language. This may 
last as long as six months, although it usually does 
not. Be patient. Your child is certainly learning to 
understand during this period, even if he/she is not 
speaking it. Some children wait until they can 
speak in complete, perfect sentences before they 
start to talk aloud. 
 
Remember that children who are learning two lan-

guages at once are processing both languages. They 
may even appear to be slower at speaking and reading 
than their friends. Do not panic. They are doing some-
thing more difficult. The reward will be knowing two lan-
guages and having a deep understanding of the function 
of language. 
 
Realize that it takes three to seven years to learn a lan-
guage well. Your child may be speaking competently 
within six months or a year, but it takes much longer to 
function fully in school (or for you, in your adult life). 
 
Older children may take longer than younger children to 
learn a new language. They are learning more complex 
language forms and more complex school material 
(math, science, history) at the same time as the new lan-
guage. And, they may be more shy about speaking a 
second language in front of other people. 
 
There is an emotional aspect to learning a second lan-
guage. If learning a new language has a positive tone - 
learning will be faster. Do not pressure your child or be 
critical of how quickly he/she is learning the language.
